As with any online course, it is difficult to evaluate the overall effectiveness of instruction.
Mr. Roberts used all forms of media available to both him and us in order to better instruct us,
but the subject matter is not anything based on fact because there is no one way to be a
successful writer. Because most of the criteria is conceptual it can get dry and
underappreciated. The only solution I can come up with is a lesson-based text for students to
follow along and pull out key concepts. As illustrated in the lecture, some structure is
necessary to facilitate creativity.

. The course is a good tool for leaming to be a better writer. | believe the book should not be

mandatory because of the extensive lectures given cach week. 1 disagree with the use of a due
date to listen to the lectures. The reason I took an online class and not an in person class was a
difficulty in dealing with specific time constraints such as a certain time each wee when

something would be due. Why not just hold class once a week if that was going 1o be the case.

The topics were excellent. | appreciate the ability to choose from 2 types of assignment.
There was no need to require students to drive to Sarasota for the first and last class; online
courses should be online. The content of the audio lectures was not concise. There was too
much time wasted talking about the instructor’s dogs, etc.

I enjoyed this class because everything originating from Mr. Roberts was completely clear.
Listening to the recordings every week was helpful, but | would have benefited from more

examples. I feel mr. Roberts uses the ‘baptism by fire’ method on his students. While this

works it is sometimes frightening. Overall | survived and learned a great deal.

the only suggestion | have is for papers maybe explain what you expect out of them in
connection with the instructions in you presentations. | thoroughly enjoyed this class and |
feel Prof. Roberts is an amazing writing professor!
